She writes non-fiction in politics and history in the form of po-
etry which is an interesting way to get a story out there for her 
readers. Please check out one of her books.  
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Needing help to find inspiration? Ok, I may have some ideas here. If you’ve already 
started your book, you should have some characters. At least there’s one, the main charac-
ter. Ask yourself where this person (human or not) would hang out. Now take a note pad 
and go to that type of place. Look around you. What do you see? What do you hear? This 
could strike an idea or two. If not, it may help you understand your character a little better. 
And that in itself may help you achieve inspiration. 

Something else. Take a long walk with a tape recorder and record your thoughts as you 
look around in a peaceful setting. Watch everything, listen to everyone. Is there a conver-
sation that speaks to you? Something someone’s wearing say something?  

Inspiration is all around you. You just have to learn how to recognize things. There’s a 
story in everything everywhere. In the airport there’s a family in rags waiting for someone 
to arrive. Who could they be waiting for? Why are they in rags? A story just jumped out at 
you. You’re in a theater and there’s a young couple arguing about the popcorn. What if its 
deeper than the popcorn? 

Asking yourself the question, “What if” can trigger a lot of inspiration too. What if Super-
man’s planet wasn’t destroyed? What if the fountain of youth was real and you knew 
where it could be found? What if…...you get the point. Asking that question can keep you 
in front of the computer screen (or where ever you write) making it easier to keep writing. 
And always make your answers fit your characters in that story.
